multimedia artists should submit photographs in each medium. 

* New artists are asked to submit a resume with their application. 
 

ELIGIBILITY  
Original works in painting, graphics, sculpture, photography, wood, glass, 
etchings, lithography, ceramics, textiles, jewelry, and mixed media are  
eligible. 
 

REQUIREMENTS  
1) Artist is required to be in attendance in his/her booth during the hours of 

the festival. 
2) The artist is required to display original work only. 
3) Prints should be signed, numbered, limited edition pieces of work. 
4) All work displayed should be for sale with the price clearly marked.
